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Nomenclature of Bombardier vehicles

Contrary to what we might think, Joseph-
Armand Bombardier never used secret
codes to name his inventions. In some
cases, numbers were used to designate
the passenger capacity of the vehicle,
such as in B5, B7, B12, R12, R15 and
R18, while letters represented various
information: B for Bombardier, R for
“roue” (French for wheel), and MM for
double Muskeg.

In other cases, letters stood for mechani-
cal elements. For example, the C in C18
and B12 CS indicated that the vehicles
were equipped with Chrysler engines.
